Requirements and Procedures for USTSF Sanctioning and Approval of Soccer Tables and Table Soccer Equipment and Accessories

As Adopted October, 2008 by the USTSF Board of Directors (rev 2 on 6-17-08)
USTSF OFFICIAL COMPETITION AND TRAINING TABLES 
The USTSF acknowledges all tables from all over the world on which table soccer is played. However, it has set up 2 specific table categories which meet precise criteria and which enable them to benefit from particular rights, such as being the table on which the National Championship competitions are played. These 2 categories are: 1. USTSF Official Competition Tables, 2. USTSF Training Tables. 

The USTSF recognizes the Official and Recognized Tables of the ITSF as per the criteria set forth by the ITSF.  These tables are suitable for competitions organized under the USTSF as per the USTSF Sport Code. By default all ITSF Tables are automatically USTSF Official Competition Tables and any Sanctioning fees associated with USTSF Official Competition Table Status are waived.
Manufacturers of USTSF Official Competition and USTSF Training Tables may be required to pay an annual sanctioning fee the amount of which is voted every year by the USTSF Board of Directors. 

USTSF OFFICIAL COMPETITION TABLES 
To become a USTSF Official Competition Table, a written application must be submitted to the USTSF Board of Directors. This application can be submitted at any time of the year. There is a non-refundable application fee of $ (TBD) that is due upon receipt of the application for sanctioning (this fee may be waived under certain circumstances).
Any of the USTSF sanctioned tournaments may be organized on these tables. 

Official Tables are submitted to a vote of the USTSF Board of Directors every year; the sanctioning is valid for one year. 

Manufacturers of USTSF Official Competition Tables may be required to pay an annual sanctioning fee the amount of which is voted every year by the USTSF Board of Directors. 

Tables in this category are suitable for competitive events.  

During the evaluation process, if a table is not qualified to be a USTSF competition table, it will be evaluated for USTSF Training table status, at no additional charge.

USTSF Official Competition Tables may be used for any USTSF Sanctioned Tournament (with the exception of events that are also ITSF sanctioned, where ITSF table rules and regulations additionally apply).

Criteria to become an Official Competition table 
- Formal written request must be made to the USTSF

- Application fee received by the USTSF (if applicable)
-  Manufacturer's respect for the environment, 

- Manufacturer's respect for human rights; 

- Made with quality materials; 
- Access to the production model tables must be provided by the manufacturer (possibly, including shipping to and from the evaluators) to the USTSF Equipment Standards Committee Designated Evaluators.  Details on the length and depth of the evaluation are to be worked out in a case by case basis with the manufacturer.

- To meet the criteria defined by the USTSF Equipment Standards Committee regarding playing in              competition, durability, quality of construction, etc; 

- Table playing characteristics

- Reliability of the manufacturer’s company: 

- It must be able to sell nationwide and satisfy the demand; 

- It must respect competitors (especially regarding copyright and patent protections); 

USTSF TRAINING TABLES

To become a USTSF Training table, a written application must be submitted to the USTSF. This application can be submitted at any time of the year. There is a non-refundable application fee of $ (TBD) that is due upon receipt of the application for sanctioning (this fee may be waived under certain circumstances).

The Training Tables manufacturers may be required to pay an annual fee the amount of which is voted every year by the Board of Directors. 

USTSF Training tables are suitable for practicing for competitive events and for promotional type events.

USTSF Training tables may be used for events such as USTSF promotions or other table soccer activities, as well as competitions below the State Championship level of Competition, as per the USTSF Sport Code.
Criteria to become a USTSF Training table 

- Formal written request for sanctioning of the table submitted to the USTSF

- Application fee received by the USTSF (if applicable)
- Access to the production model tables must be provided by the manufacturer (possibly, including shipping to and from the evaluators) to the USTSF Equipment Standards Committee Designated Evaluators.  Details on the length and depth of the evaluation are to be worked out in a case by case basis with the manufacturer.

- Manufacturer's respect for the environment, 

- Manufacturer's espect for human rights; 

-  To be made with quality materials; 

-  To meet the criteria defined by the USTSF Equipment Standards Committee regarding training in the sport of Table soccer, quality of construction, durability of table, etc; 

- playing characteristics

-   Reliability of the manufacturer’s company: 

- It must be able to sell nationwide and satisfy the demand; 

- It must respect competitors (especially regarding copyright and patent protections); 

USTSF Approved Table Soccer Accessories and Equipment

To obtain approval for table soccer accessories, equipment (not including tables) and other training aids, a written application must be submitted to the USTSF. This application can be submitted at any time of the year. There is a non-refundable application fee of $ (TBD) that is due upon receipt of the application for sanctioning.

Approved accessories and equipment are submitted to a vote of the USTSF Board of Directors every year; the approval is valid for one year. 

Manufacturers of USTSF Approved Equipment and Accessories may be required to pay an annual sanctioning fee, the amount of which is voted every year by the USTSF Board of Directors. 

Criteria to gain approval for Accessories and Equipment 
- Be an accessory, device or piece of equipment used in competition in, the practice of, or training in, the sport of Table Soccer.
- Formal written request must be made to the USTSF

- Equipment, accessories must be made available to USTSF Equipment Standards Committee Evaluators for proper review, testing and evaluation. (the quantity and duration of the test will vary depending on the equipment or accessory being tested).

-  Manufacturer's respect for the environment, 

- Manufacturer's respect for human rights; 

- To be made with quality materials; 

- To meet the criteria defined by the USTSF Equipment Standards Committee regarding durability, quality of construction, performance in it’s intended uses, etc; 

- Reliability of the manufacturer’s company: 

- It must be able to sell nationwide and satisfy the demand; 

- It must respect competitors (especially regarding copyright and patent protections); 

ALL TABLES EQUIPMENT AND ACCESSORIES

Upon granting of USTSF Sanctioning/Approval, a contract will be entered with the manufacturer as to the legal rights of each party and to the extent and meaning of the Sanctioning/Approval.  The USTSF does not make any guarantees beyond that which are covered in the contract/agreement.  The USTSF Approval/Sanctioning only means that the equipment performs at a level acceptable for competitive use, or for training purposes.  The USTSF does not express or imply any guarantee or warranty regarding the design, durability, or safety of any of the approved or sanctioned items.  USTSF Sanctioning gives the Manufacturer the right to use the associated logo of the USTSF, as described in the sanctioning agreement, per the conditions and rules set forth in the sanctioning agreement.
