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INTRODUCTION 
The Administrative Rules are established by the Executive Committee of the United States Table Soccer Federation to manage the ordinary running of the USTSF’s administrative matters. 

However, the USTSF Board is authorized to suspend or modify the application of the Administrative Rules in case of an abnormal or extraordinary situation. 

CHAPTER I – MEMBERS 
1.1 USTSF State Chapter Affiliation 
1.1.1 Only USTSF Chapters representing states or territories recognized by the United States of America can apply to become USTSF members. 

1.1.2 To be affiliated with the USTSF a State Chapter must have a minimum number of affiliated players. This number is decided by the USTSF Board of Directors, on proposal from the Executive Committee. 

1.1.3 Moreover, each State Chapter wishing to affiliate with the USTSF must show that its Statutes do not go against the fundamental rules of the USTSF Statutes. 

1.1.4 The USTSF acknowledges that State Chapters may also include paid staff. However, these employees are not entitled to hold the offices of President, Vice-President, General Secretary, Treasurer,  State Director or any equivalent position. Paid staff means a person whose principal activity is to teach or organize table soccer for payment in return. 

1.1.5 No candidate Chapter may, in any respect, operate internally according to criteria such as race, skin color, religion, ethnic origin, sex or sexual orientation. 

1.2 MEMBER CATEGORIES 
There are 5 different categories of USTSF members: 

• USTSF State Chapters, 

• Active Athletes

• Individual Members, 

• Amateur Association Members

• Organizational Members, 

1.2.1 USTSF State Chapters 
a) Conditions for Affiliating with the USTSF 

b) Required documents: 

- membership application form 

- Chapter’s statutes 

- registration of the Chapter as a non-profit affiliate of the 
USTSF 

- list of the Chapter’s Executives or Directors (names and 
addresses) 
- brief history/report of the organization’s activities 

1.2.2 Active Athletes 
a) Conditions for joining USTSF 

The Active Athlete: 

- must be a Citizen of the United States 

- must be eligible to represent the United States in 
international Competitions

- must agree to abide by the USTSF Code of Conduct and Ethics 

- must pay membership fees established by the USTSF 

- May not be a member of any other Nation’s ITSF Recognized Federation 

- must meet the other requirements and definitions of active athlete or actively engaged Athlete as defined by the USTSF Bylaws

b) Required documents: 

- membership application form 

- any other documentation as requested by the USTSF to verify a 
players eligibility

1.2.3 Individual Members 
a) Conditions for joining USTSF 

The Individual member: 

- must be a Citizen of the United States 

- must agree to abide by the USTSF Code of Conduct and Ethics 

- must pay membership fees established by the USTSF 

- May not be a member of any other Nation’s Federation 

b) Required documents: 

- membership application form 

1.2.4 Amateur Association Member 
a) Conditions for joining the USTSF 

The Amateur Association: 

- must be organized according to statutes acceptable by the 
USTSF 

- must work to protect the amateur status of the member athletes

- must fairly represent the interests of amateur table soccer players 
- must have a membership of at least 50 amateur table soccer 
players 

- must pay membership fees established by the Board of Directors of the USTSF 

b) Required documents: 

- membership application form 

- list of the Executive Committee’s members (names and 
addresses) 

- brief history/report of the organization’s activities 

- financial statement 

- list of active members (males, females, juniors) 

- anti-doping code in accordance with USTSF codes 

- disciplinary code in accordance with USTSF codes 

1.2.5 Organizational  Member 
a) Conditions for joining the USTSF 

The Organizational Members: 

- must fairly represent the interests of table soccer players 

- must pay membership fees established USTSF 

- must work to protect the amateur status of the member amateur 
athletes

- provide list of active members with regards to table-soccer 
players (males, females, juniors, seniors) 

- anti-doping code in accordance with USTSF codes 

- disciplinary code in accordance with USTSF codes 

b) Required documents: 

- membership application form 

- brief history/report of the organization’s activities 

1.2.4 Meeting all the conditions in one category whatsoever does not guarantee that the candidate association/organization is automatically accepted as an USTSF member. In any case, the membership application , except for Individual Members, must be submitted to a vote of the USTSF Board of Directors, which reserves the right to refuse a membership request if it considers it unacceptable (e.g. conflict of interest,…). 

1.2.5 Moreover, the documents and information mentioned below can help the USTSF Board of Directors decide to accept or refuse a candidate member in one of the three categories: 

- website 

- evidence of / information about promotions or other important events (e.g. photos, videos, website…) 

- evidence of / information about the candidates involvement in Table Soccer
- publication of a newsletter (paper or electronic…) or any other communication channel for the members 

1.3 MEMBERS’ RIGHTS 
1.3.1 The different rights of the members are defined by the USTSF National Congress for the following sport season, on a proposal made by the Board of Directors. All USTSF members are informed of these rights through the USTSF Congressional report. (See the annexes for the current season’s provisions.) 

1.4 MEMBER  FEES 
1.4.1 The different fees of members as well as the different conditions which apply to them (payment expiry date, payment facilities, etc.) are determined at each annual General Assembly for the following season, on a proposal made by the Board of Directors. All USTSF members are informed of these amounts through the National Congressional report. 

(See the annexes for the current  provisions.) 

CHAPTER II – LICENSES 
2.1 COMPULSORY CHARACTER 
2.1.1 The USTSF player license is compulsory for any table soccer player entering an official USTSF event. No entry shall be valid if the competitor’s name is not registered with his/her USTSF player license number. The player license is valid for the season in progress. 

2.1.2 This license is also compulsory for the following individuals: 

- Members of the Board of Directors and members of the USTSF Committees; 

- Officials appointed to the World Championships, Olympic Games and, as a general rule, to any official ITSF or USTSF event; 

- USTSF referees; 

- Any manager of an USTSF State Chapter or of any Organizational or Amateur Association Member. 

2.2 LICENSE DELIVERY 
2.2.1 The USTSF issues player licenses to these individuals .
2.2.2 Any request for a license or for renewal of a license must be made to the USTSF administrative office as soon as the corresponding fee has effectively been paid to the USTSF. The fee is set (in dollars) by the USTSF Board of Directors for the following season. A license may only be issued if the following information is supplied: last name, first name, year of birth, sex, personal mailing address (and e-mail address if applicable). 

2.3 LICENSE PRESENTATION 
2.3.1 Organizers of USTSF official competitions must ensure that each player and Official holds a valid USTSF license for the current season, or holds a current license from an ITSF member Federation, or holds a current ITSF players license, before accepting their registration. 

2.3.2 Any organizer who infringes rule 2.3.1. is liable to the penalties provided for in the USTSF Disciplinary Rules or in the case of an ITSF sanctioned event, the ITSF Disciplinary Rules. 

CHAPTER III – The National Congress of the USTSF 
3.1 GENERAL PROVISIONS 
3.1.1 USTSF National Congressional voting members must receive the financial report of the season that has ended and the provisional budget at least one month before the date of the congressional assembly. 

3.1.2 The vote concerning persons is a secret ballot. 

3.1.3 The Board of Directors is in charge of establishing the final agenda. 

3.2 COMPOSITION 
3.2.1 When a member has not fulfilled its financial obligations towards the USTSF one month before the opening day of the congressional Assembly, it will be prohibited from being represented at the aforesaid congressional Assembly and from voting, unless an exception duly justified and accepted by the Board of Directors has been made. 

3.2.2. The State Directors must be duly appointed or elected by their State Chapter, which they represent. Regional Directors must be duly appointed or elected by the State Directors within the region they represent. Organizational/Association members representatives must be duly appointed by the association/organization which they represent. They have one vote in total . 

3.2.3 To be able to vote, representative must be at least 18 years old on the day of the congressional Assembly. 

3.2.4 The congressional Assembly also consists of Lifetime Members (see Statutes), who only have an advisory vote. 

3.3 CONVENING 
3.3.1 The congressional Assembly is called by the USTSF Board of Directors within the six-month period following the date of the accounts closure of the previous financial year. 

3.3.2 Notifications to attend are sent in the time limits mentioned below: 

- 60 days before the date of the meeting for the Annual congressional assembly or the Elective General Assembly, 

- 30 days before the date of the meeting for an Extraordinary congressional Assembly. 

3.3.3 The Elective Congressional Assembly is specially called during years in which there is to be election of members to the board of directors. 

3.3.4 The quorum is reached if the Assembly is represented by at least half of the total voting members. 

3.3.5 Proxies 
a) The right to vote at a congressional Assembly can be delegated to another voting member or to a Lifetime Member. This proxy must be signed by the  voting member, or the President or Director of the voting member, and the mandate will be imperative for any statutory 

modification. A delegate shall not have more than one mandate from another voting member. 

b) The only valid proxies are those forwarded directly to the USTSF and received at its head office 15 days before the opening of the General Assembly. 

c) When a voting member or a Lifetime Member has already received a proxy, and then receives a new proxy from another voting member, it must inform the former that it cannot accept that proxy. Every proxy may identify one or several other voting members or Lifetime Members who could receive that proxy, in order of preference, should the voting member or Lifetime Member receiving the proxy first be prevented from accepting it. 

3.4 AGENDA 
3.4.1 All proposals to add an issue to the Assembly’s agenda must reach the USTSF office two months before the date established for the Assembly. 

Any proposal reaching the administrative office after this deadline cannot be guaranteed to be included in the agenda. 

3.4.2 A proposal can be presented by the President, the Executive Committee, the Board of Directors, USTSF State Chapters, the Lifetime Members and the Committees (even proposals which concern other Committees). 

3.4.3 The President of the USTSF shall send the agenda to all the voting members, with all necessary clarification annexed, at least one month before the congressional Assembly. 

3.4.4 At congressional Assemblies, for each point being discussed, the voting members, the Lifetime Members and each member of the Executive Committee may express their opinion no more than twice, and for a maximum of two minutes each time. This restriction does not apply to the presentation of Committees’ reports, nor to the replies to questions addressed to any of the above persons, nor to the right to reply to an accusation. 

3.4.5 At the end of the discussion on each item on the agenda, a member of the USTSF Board or another person given that responsibility will: 

- announce the precise text which will be voted upon; 

- announce the general meaning of the proposal which is to be voted upon when a precise text has not been established. 

After the vote, this text or general meaning will be confirmed and recorded. 

3.4.6 The rapid summary of the decisions taken during the congressional Assembly must be prepared with the help of this recording and sent to the voting members within 45 days. 

This summary must include the final version of the new texts and articles approved by the congressional Assembly. 

3.4.7 Those new texts for which the final wording is established after the congressional Assembly by the Executive Committee must be sent to the voting members within 90 days after the congressional Assembly. 

3.4.8 Every important (major) alteration to the Sports Code shall, after being reviewed by the appropriate Committee(s), submitted to  brief discussion at the congressional Assembly. And to its vote of approval, be tested for one year by the USTSF and proposed again to the following congressional Assembly in order to be definitely accepted. 

3.5 ELECTIVE GENERAL ASSEMBLY 
3.5.1 The Board of Directors are elected at the Elective General Assembly, which is called at the initiative of the USTSF Executive Committee during the years where elections are required. 

They are elected to four years terms. 

3.5.2 The voting procedure for the Board of Directors takes place through secret ballot. These Elections take place according to the Standing Rules for Elections of the USTSF.
3.5.3 The newly elected Board Members take office the first day of the month following the closing day of the Elective General Assembly.
3.5.4   The Active Athlete Members are to directly elect a minimum of 2 members to the Board of Directors as Athlete representatives as prescribed in the USTSF Bylaws (per USOC requirements).  The total number of active athlete members (including the Officers and all other members of the Board of Directors) should be a minimum of 20 percent of the Board’s total composition. There should be at least one male and one female athlete representative directly elected by the players.  These representatives serve 2 year terms.  The election of the athletes representatives to the USTSF Board of Directors may be conducted by E-mail .  This election is to be overseen by the Executive Committee of the USTSF.  No quorum is needed for the direct election of the athletes representative on the Board of Directors. Further guidelines for the conducting of elections by e-mail are covered in the Standing Rules for Elections of the USTSF.
CHAPTER IV – THE Board of Directors 
4.1 Board of Directors 
4.1.1 The Board of Directors ensures the management of the USTSF between Congressional Assemblies in accordance with the Statutes and takes the most suitable measures for the development of table soccer nationwide. 

4.1.2 In an emergency, the Board of Directors can make decisions that are immediately binding. These decisions will be submitted to the next meeting of the relevant Committee for review, if necessary, and to the next congressional Assembly for confirmation, if so prescribed. 
4.1.3 The Board of Directors (through the Executive Committee and the Executive Director) prepares the work of the Committees and the congressional Assembly. To this end, it shall gather information by every possible means on the views, tendencies and desires of the affiliated groups and players. 

It decides the dates and venues of the congressional Assemblies. 

It may call an Extraordinary congressional Assembly. 

It establishes the agenda of the congressional Assembly. 

4.1.4 The Board of Directors will delegate one of its members, or a member of the executive committee to each Permanent Committee to act as liaison with them. 

4.1.5 In the event of uncertainty or doubt, the Board of Directors is solely competent to interpret the articles of the Administrative Rules and the Statutes. 

4.1.6 In case of exceptional circumstances preventing the USTSF Delegate from ensuring the smooth running of an official USTSF competition and which call for a provisional change of the rules, the members of the Board of Directors present may take all the necessary steps for the smooth running of the competition. If no member of the Board of Directors is present at this competition, a member of the USTSF Executive Committee will take the decision. 

4.1.7 The Board of Directors (through the Executive Committee) is responsible for establishing, modifying and writing the text of the Administrative Rules, the Sport Code, the Referee Code, and other governing documents. It approves the drafting of the texts prepared by the Executive Committee, or the other committees involved in the preparation of such texts, either for submission to the congressional Assembly, or in their final version in the case of proposals modified by the congressional Assembly without approving a precise text, or in cases where approval from the congressional assembly is not required.
4.1.8 The Board of Directors receives applications from the organizations/associations/chapters wishing to become Members/affiliates of the USTSF.  It has the right to provisionally accept a organization, association or chapter which has submitted an application, according to the conditions specified in the present Administrative Rules (see the ‘Members’ chapter). 

4.1.9 The Board of Directors approves the proposals for appointment of new Lifetime Members before they are presented to the congressional Assembly. 

4.1.10 The Board of Directors must review the application files that have been submitted for the organization of the US National Championships and, if necessary, applications to host other official USTSF competitions. 

4.1.11 The Board of Directors appoints the USTSF Delegate, technical officials and referees for the United States National Championships, and the USTSF Delegates for the World Championship Series or International series events held within the US. 

4.1.12 The Board of Directors sanctions the calendar of official USTSF competitions. 

4.1.13 The Board of Directors sanctions all designs and colors of the table soccer clothing of United States National Team, both as a team and as individual representative of the US in International Competition (within the guidelines set forth by the ITSF). 

4.1.14  The Board of Directors has other responsibilities,as described in the USTSF Statutes, Bylaws, and Articles of Incorporation.

CHAPTER V – Committees 
5.1 FUNCTIONING AND ROLE OF THE Committees 
5.1.1 The Permanent and Temporary Committees provided for by the Statutes are given a mandate by the Board of Directors in a limited field in order to: 

- study on behalf of the Board of Directors and report to it the issues that the Board of Directors has submitted to them or that they have taken on themselves, 

- ensure the upgrade and application of the Rules and Codes within their special domains of competence, 

- provide answers, through the USTSF administrative office, to all specific problems raised by correspondents. 

5.1.2 All reports and proposals of the Committees are submitted to the Board of Directors for ratification. 

5.1.3 The Permanent Committees may create sub-committees invested with particular research missions or they may consult qualified experts. 

5.1.4 The President of the USTSF is a de jure member of all the Permanent Committees, except the disciplinary bodies. 

5.1.5 Every member of the Board of Directors may rightfully attend the Committees’ meetings, in addition to the official delegate of the Board of Directors (see the ‘Board of Directors’ chapter of the present Administrative Rules). 

APPEDICES 
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APPENDIX 1: MEMBER  RIGHTS 
The following rights of members are defined by each Congress or by the Board of Directors, on proposal of the Executive Committee. They have been established as follows: 
I – Rights of  Individual Members 
Individual Members: 

- can be licensed for competition 

- can be ranked in the National Rankings
- can be rated by the USTSF based on perceived and proven skill level

- can be represented by their State and Regional Directors at the National Congress
- attend, without voice or vote (unless voice is granted by the person conducting the meeting), any public meeting of the Board of Directors and the congressional assemblies 

- may apply for, be nominated for, be appointed to, or elected to any position within the USTSF or the ITSF as they would normally be eligible to hold or be appointed to, following prescribed procedures and other required qualifications.

II – Rights of Amateur Association Members 
Amateur Association Members Federations: 

- Can apply to have their events and competitions sanctioned  by the USTSF
- can send their member players to all other USTSF tournaments as they would normally be eligible for
- can have their players ranked in the USTSF Rankings 

- can vote at the USTSF Congressional Assembly 

- can have representatives at the congressional Assemblies, in the Board of Directors or USTSF Committees 

- can organize tournaments in the USTSF Tour as prescribed by the USTSF Sport Code
III – Rights of Organizational Members 
Regular Federations: 

- can send their member players to all other USTSF tournaments as they would normally be eligible to participate in, 
- can have their players ranked and rated in the USTSF national Rankings and ratings
- can vote at the USTSF General Assembly 

- can organize any type of event in the USTSF Tour 

- can have representatives at the congressional assemblies or USTSF committees, if such members are otherwise eligible to be there.
I – Rights of  Licensed Players 
Licensed Players: 

- may play in any sanction event or competition 

- can be ranked in the National and International Rankings

- can be rated by the USTSF based on perceived and proven skill level

- can be represented by their State and Regional Directors at the National Congress

- can vote in the USTSF athletes representatives elections

- attend, without voice or vote (unless voice is granted by the person conducting the meeting), any public meeting of the Board of Directors and the congressional assemblies 

- may apply for, be nominated for, be appointed to, or elected to any position within the USTSF or the ITSF as they would normally be eligible to hold or be appointed to, following prescribed procedures and other required qualifications.

APPENDIX 3: ORGANIZING A CONGRESS 
The organization of USTSF Congresses will be entrusted to the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee of the USTSF. 

I - ORGANIZATION OF THE CONGRESS 
1.1 PREMISES 
The administrative management of the USTSF must make the following preparations: 

1.1.1 Find a room for the Congress for a one-day meeting. This room must be suitable to accommodate about 100 participants. It must be fitted with the following equipment: 

- a speaker’s platform fitted with a microphone; 

- ballot boxes and polling booths; 

- audio recording on tapes of the full Congress debates ; 

- notice boards in hotels and meeting places ; 

- boards displaying information on meetings, meeting rooms 

1.1.2 Find a room for the Board of Directors and/or Executive Committee for possible meetings of the Committees. 
1.1.3 Organize a quick lunch break  and coffee breaks for the persons attending the meetings (Executive Committee, Commissions, Congress) for each meeting 

1.1.4 Ensure a computer and a printer as well as a high speed Internet access are available. 

1.2 BOOKING HOTELS 
1.2.1 Single and double rooms will be set aside in one hotel for meeting participants (payment is at the expense of the participants). 

1.2.2 As soon as possible, the voting members of the congress and the members of the USTSF Executive Committee will be informed of these arrangements so they can book their rooms. 

They will also be informed of the deadline for booking the rooms, and the hotel addresses will be forwarded to them. 

1.3 ACCREDITATIONS 
1.4.1 The Congress participants who will have confirmed their attendance will get an accreditation badge (one for each voting member of the Congress and one for each Executive Committee members and Committee Chairperson). 

1.4 DOCUMENTS FOR PARTICIPANTS 
1.5.1 A USTSF information centre will give the participants a handout containing all the documents relating to meetings, including a schedule with the dates and times of meetings and other possible receptions. 

1.5 VOTING CARDS 
1.6.1 The voting members of the congress (or the person receiving a proxy) entitled will receive  voting cards: Instructions will be included with the cards.
2.2 THE BOARD’S TRIBUNE 
2.2.1 The members of the Board will sit facing the Congress participants. 

2.2.2 The Administrative Director will hold at people’s disposal the list of attending voting members and the list of proxies. 

2.3 SEAT ALLOCATION TO CONGRESS PARTICIPANTS 
2.3.1 The Congress room will be divided into five sections. 

1) The Members of Honour and the members of the USTSF Executive Committee must be placed on the first row and may in no case take a seat among their delegations. 

2) From the second row on, the Regional Directors and the Committee Chair persons are placed in the second section of the Congress room. They will be placed by numerical order based on the region they represent, starting with the Region I and proceding to Region X. This seat allocation will be indicated in the seating area. 

3) State Directors will seated in alphabetical order starting with “A”, they will be placed in the third section of the Congress room, behind the rows reserved for the Regional Directors and Committee Chairpersons.
4) Organizational/association members not seated elsewhere, shall be seated in the fourth section behind the section designated for the State Directors.
5) Any Committee members in attendance and not seated elsewhere, as well as any other members delegations, shall be seated in the fifth section behind the organizational/ Association members.

3 - ADMINISTRATION 
3.1 PROXIES 
3.1.1 They are ruled by the USTSF Statutes and the Administrative Rules. 

Proxies shall be included in the Administrative Director’s file and shall be announced at the beginning the Congress. 

3.2 SECRETARIES 
3.2.1 The USTSF Head Office must provide one or two secretaries in order to establish urgent texts. These documents will be duplicated for the Congress participants at the USTSF’s earliest convenience. 

3.3 STATEMENT OF CONGRESS DECISIONS 
3.3.1 A statement of all decisions made shall be established after the Congress. This statement shall contain the recapitulative list of all changes made to the Statutes and Administrative Rules following the decisions made by the Congress. 

3.4 CONGRESS REPORT 
3.4.1 A report containing the attendance list, the list of proxies and a brief summary of the debates and decisions made by the Congress will be drawn up. The documents which were used for the debates will be included as annexes to this report. 

APPENDIX 4: PROTOCOL (ORDER OF PRECEDENCE) 
ORDER OF PRECEDENCE IN THE OFFICIAL EVENTS OF THE USTSF 
In all official events of the USTSF (Congress, National Championships, Regional Championships, etc.), the order of precedence is as follows: 

1. the President of the USTSF; 

2. the Presidents of Honour; 

3. the former Presidents of the USTSF in the chronological order of their election; 

4. the Members of Honour of the USTSF in the chronological order of their appointment; 

5. the Vice-Presidents of the Board of Directors; the Vice-Presidents of Honour; 

6. the USTSF Secretary; 

7. the USTSF Treasurer; 

8. the other members of the USTSF Board of Directors; 

9. the other members of the Executive Committee; 

10. the heads of national delegations when they are not Presidents of their federations; 

11. the members of the Committees; 

12. other prominent figures. 

APPENDIX 5: OFFICIAL COMPETITION AND TRAINING TABLES 
1.  USTSF OFFICIAL COMPETITION AND TRAINING TABLES 
The USTSF acknowledges all tables from all over the world on which table soccer is played. However, it has set up two (2) specific table categories for USTSF sanctioning.  Sanctioned tables  meet precise criteria which enable them to benefit from particular rights, such as being the table on which the National Championship competitions are played. These two categories are:


- USTSF Official Competition Tables


- USTSF Training Tables


1.1 ITSF OFFICIAL AND RECOGNIZED TABLES

The USTSF recognizes the Official and Recognized Tables of the International Table Soccer Federation (ITSF) as per the criteria set forth by the ITSF.  These tables are suitable for competitions organized under the USTSF as per the USTSF Sport Code. 

By default, all ITSF Official Tables are automatically USTSF Official Competition Tables and any sanctioning fees associated with USTSF Official Competition Table Status are automatically waived.
(Manufacturers of USTSF Official Competition and USTSF Training Tables may be required to pay an annual sanctioning fee, the amount of which is voted every year by the USTSF Board of Directors.) 


1.2 USTSF OFFICIAL COMPETITION TABLES 


1.2.1 Definition: Official Competition Table

USTSF Official Competition Tables may be used for any USTSF Sanctioned Tournament (with the exception of events that are also ITSF sanctioned, where ITSF table rules and regulations additionally apply).



1.2.2 Criteria:
Tables that receive USTSF sanctioning as an Official Competition Table must meet the highest standard in two areas: 



1.2.2.1 the quality of the product;





it must be made of high-quality, durable materials; 





it must  meet a high standard of consistency from table to table;

it must be manufactured in a manner respectful of the environment;





it must be manufactured in a manner respectful of human rights;

it must be manufacatured in a manner respectful of copyrights and patents of other manufacturers;





it must be available for nationwide distribution.




1.2.2.2 the quality of the playing characteristics. 

it must provide the necessary playing characteristics that allow elite players to perform at the highest level of competition, as defined and determined by the USTSF Equipment Standards Committee.



1.2.3 Application Form and Fee

To become a USTSF Official Competition Table, a written application must be submitted to the USTSF Board of Directors. (See www.ustsf.com to download the application form.). This application can be submitted at any time of the year. There is a non-refundable application fee of $100.00 that is due upon receipt of the application for sanctioning. Official Tables are submitted to a vote of the USTSF Board of Directors every year; the sanctioning is valid for one year. 



1.2.4 Evaluation Process

After the manufacturer has submitted the application form, the application fee, and all additional documents attesting to the quality of the product as set forth in the above criteria, the manufacturer must then provide access to actual production models of the table to the USTSF Equipment Standards Committee Designated Evaluators. Details on how this access will be provided and on the timeline of the evaluation process will be worked out in a case by case basis with the manufacturer
The Designated Evaluators will verify the both the quality of the product and the quality of the playing characteristics of the table. 

During the evaluation process, if a table is not qualified to be a USTSF competition table, it will be evaluated for USTSF Training table status, at no additional charge.



1.2.5 Annual Renewal

Manufacturers of USTSF Official Competition Tables are required to pay an annual sanctioning fees, the amount of which is voted every year by the USTSF Board of Directors. The current fee for sanctioning of a USTSF Competition Table is $100.

1.3 USTSF TRAINING TABLES



1.3.1 Definition: Official Training Table

USTSF Official Training Tables may be used for USTSF recreational and promotional activities, as well as for  competitive events below the State Championship level of Competition, as per the USTSF Sport Code.


1.3.2Criteria:
Tables that receive USTSF sanctioning as an Official Training Table must meet the standard for recreational play in two areas: 




1.3.2.1 the quality of the product;





it must be made of high-quality, durable materials; 





it must  meet a high standard of consistency from table to table;

it must be manufactured in a manner respectful of the environment;





it must be manufactured in a manner respectful of human rights;

it must be manufacatured in a manner respectful of copyrights and patents of other manufacturers;





it must be available for nationwide distribution.




1.3.2.2 the quality of the playing characteristics. 

it must provide the necessary playing characteristics that allow players to perform at a recreational level, as defined and determined by the USTSF Equipment Standards Committee.



1.3.3 Application Form and Fee

To become a USTSF Official Training Table, a written application must be submitted to the USTSF Board of Directors. (See www.ustsf.com to download the application form.). 1.4 Non-USTSF Tables 
Events and promotions cannot be sanctioned by the USTSF if played on non-USTSF tables.
